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Voters voting in person will be required to show picture and signature identification in order to cast 
their ballot. The most common forms presented are a valid FL-issued driver’s license or identification, 
but a combination of picture AND signature from this list is acceptable:

• U.S. Passport
• Debit/Credit Card
• Military or Veterans Affairs Health ID
• Student ID
• Retirement Center ID

• Neighborhood Association ID
• Public Assistance ID
• Concealed Weapons Permit
• Government-issued Employee ID (Federal, State, or Local)
